181 Leeuwin Estate Chardonnay, Art Series, Margaret River, West Australia 2000 $96

One of the greatest Chardonnays from Australia according to Robert Parker, close your eyes and
you might mistake this wine for a Grand Cru white Burgundy. Intense and powerful , yet subtle with
notes of butter, oranges, honeysuckle and pears and an oak component kept well in the
background.

200 Abbazia di Novacella, Kerner, Alto Adige DOC 2007 $45
The Abbey of Novacella is the northernmost winery in Italy and has been producing wines since 1132.

A hybrid of Riesling and Trollinger grown in a cool continental climate, the Kerner varietal produces
a light to medium bodied wine with good acidity, floral characteristics and a crisp finish.

Bin  Bodegas Naia, Niades, Rueda, Spain 2006 $62
Rueda, the only white wine appelation in central Spain’s Castille-Leon produces a full bodied, rich
wine from the ancient Verdejo varietal. Aromas reminiscent of ripe melons and pears fill your glass
with citrus, kiwi and grapefruit coming through on the long finish.

187 Perrin & Fils, Chateauneuf-du-Pape Blanc, Les Sinards, France 2007 $65
Crafted by the Beaucastel team, this wine is a delicious blend of Grenache Blanc and Clairette.
Displaying an elegant nose of peach and anise with a soft texture and flavors of white flowers and
toast.

Bin  Bodegas Cruz De Piedra Red Table Wine, Mendoza, Argentina 2006 $65
A lovely Malbec blend from high elevation, 35 year old vineyards situated at an altitude of 4000 feet in the
mountains of Argentina. Lush and round with Cabernet Sauvignon and Petite Verdot lending supporting
roles to this wonderfully integrated Malbec. Katja’s favorite!

Bin  Scarzello, Barolo DOCG, Piedmont, Italy 2001 $150
This 100% varietal Nebbiolo from one of Piedmont’s young vignerons, Frederico Scarzello, possesses a deep
garnet color, with a cherry, pepper and tobacco nose. It is a velvety wine with sweet, well balanced tannins
and integrated wood work that displays exactly how long an extremely well made Nebbiolo from the
Piedmont can age gracefully for ten plus years.

Bin Neil Ellis Shiraz, Groenekloof, South Africa 2004 $75

From vineyards on the Cape West Coast, this full bodied cuvee possesses a deep reddish- purple
color. Juicy blackberry fruit intermingles with hints of violet and spice. Finishes with fine tannins, a
prominent smoke and leather background, and a very distinctive expression of its origin.
